THE TEXAS GULF COAST

Beachfront Construction Certificates and Dune Protection Permits

Is the construction within 1,000 feet of mean high tide or seaward of the first
public road, whichever is greater?

If YES, submit an application for a beachfront construction certificate and
dune protection permit to the local government.

Once the local government receives a application, the application
is sent to the Texas General Land Office to review and provide comments.

The local government may approve the proposed construction and issue a
permit IF they determine that it is consistent with their dune protection and
beach access plan.
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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Beachfront Construction Certificates and Dune Protection Permits

WHAT

A document issued by a local government to authorize construction seaward of a dune
protection line or certify that proposed construction adjacent to and landward of the
public beach is consistent with the local government's dune protection and beach access
plan.

WHEN

For all construction within 1,000 feet of mean high tide or seaward of the first public
road, whichever is greater.

WHY

To ensure that all construction complies with the Texas Open Beaches Act and the Dune
Protection Act, as well as other local and state laws. Construction may not impair public
access to the beach or materially weaken dunes or dune vegetation.

Submit an application to the local government

The local government reviews the application and determines if all of the required
information has been provided

Once complete, the application is sent to the General Land Office to review and
provide comments

The local government authorizes the proposed construction and issues the permit IF
they determine that it is consistent with their dune protection and beach access plan
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
