Defendants’ Disposition of Border Wall Materials.  (Dkt. No. 240).  After reviewing the 

Joint Motion, arguments of counsel at the Status Conference held on December 27, 2024, 

the record, and the applicable law, the Court is of the opinion that the Joint Motion should 

be GRANTED. 

The Court hereby incorporates into this Order the Parties’ agreement that the 

Federal Defendants shall not dispose of any border wall materials—including bollard 

wall panels, gates, or drainage materials—to non-federal government entities until 

February 1, 2025.
