Provides funding for disaster relief, long-term recovery, and restoration of fire protection facilities for the remaining 251 Secondary MID
counties impacted by the 2021 Winter Storms. This program will allow for the recovery of fire protection facilities and allow for improvements
and equipment, while also allowing for permanently affixed power generator public facility needs that are essential during winter storm events.
