

PLAN OF OPERATIONS QUESTIONNAIREPRIVATE 


PERMANENT SCHOOL FUND AND TEXAS PARKS & WILDLIFE LANDS
Instructions:

1. After the issuance of a prospect permit and prior to the commencement of surface disturbing operations, this form must be fully completed and submitted to the Mineral Evaluation Division of the Texas General Land Office (GLO) for approval.  Within 90 days of submittal the GLO, after consideration of input from Texas Parks & Wildlife Department where indicated, will either approve the plan of operations, respond by detailing required changes or request additional information.

2. If activities not covered by an approved plan of operations are required, an amended or supplemental plan of operations must be submitted to the GLO for approval.  An amended or supplemental plan is subject to the same approval process as described above.

3. Please refer to Title 31, Chapter 10 of the Texas Administrative Code for a complete explanation of the pertinent rules.  Refer to §10.7(g) of this document for special minimum standards of conduct on Texas Parks & Wildlife Lands.
4. For lands leased for mining subsequent to the issuance of a prospect permit upon which a plan of operations has been approved, an amended plan of operations must be submitted prior to the commencement of mining or additional exploration operations.

5. Respond to each item on the following pages in the space provided.  If the space provided is inadequate, attach additional pages as necessary.
